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Abstract. The article examines the characteristics of existing stereotypes in relation to Russia, formed by the British
media. The analysis of the existing myths related to the case of S. Skripal is presented in the light of the latest political and
economic events and the imposed sanctions against Russia. The authors consider language tools used to manipulate the
public consciousness in order to create a negative perception. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of the image of V. V.
Putin, as the leader of the Russian state, represented in the British mass media. On the example of publications in the news-
papers The Times, the Daily Malil, it is proved that the image of an authoritarian leader who leads a tough policy is being
imposed on the mass consciousness. It is noted that the stereotype about the political leader of Russia is expressed in fact
by negative assessments, despite the recognition of his strength and authority, while he looks, above all, as an authoritarian
personality. With the help of various language means a negative image of Russia is created. The main linguistic means of
creating a negative image of Russia are dysphemisms, evaluative vocabulary, means of figurative expressiveness: metaphor,
metonymy hyperbole and irony, and others.
